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How Jesus' Death Redeems Us

Introductory Text

Hebrews 2: 9 But we see Jesus, who was made a little lower than the angels for the suffering of death, crowned with glory and honour; that he by the grace of God should taste death for every man. 
Substitute or Ransom?

Hypothesis: Jesus suffers the penalty for our sin for us.

Question: What is the penalty/the consequences of sin? 

Answer: Physical death, Spiritual death, Eternal death/damnation in Hell.)

Define the term death: 

Separation: physical (temporary), spiritual (temporary), eternal spiritual separation but NOT physical separation

Hypothesis: We are exempted from punishment by means of Jesus suffering that punishment for us, then…

Questions:

1. How does one man’s singular death substitute satisfy individual death penalties for literally billions of persons? How is it that Jesus did not have to die for each one of us and so fulfill our individual death penalties one by one?  

2. Does Jesus stand in as our substitute in spiritual death and eternal damnation in Hell? If he did not suffer these things in our place, how are we redeemed from these things?

3. How could Jesus undergo spiritual death and at the same time be God himself?

The problem: Jesus could not have suffered the consequence of spiritual death AND be God at the same time.

Summary: If our salvation is based upon substitution then Jesus could not have been God for he would have had to die spiritually (which involves separation from God) to save us from spiritual death.

Results of Hypothesis:

Either:

a. Jesus was not God.

b. Jesus did not suffer spiritual death. (In which case how is it that we are redeemed from spiritual death? This, in fact, leads to "c" BELOW.)

c. We are not saved by a manner, which simply has Jesus suffering the consequences of our sin in our place. 

Of these, b and c are correct. Jesus did not die spiritually because he was, in fact, God. We are redeemed from these (spiritual death, eternal hell) even though Jesus did not suffer them in our place. 

Conclusion: 

1. Jesus did not suffer our penalty in our place. 

2. He paid the price that was required to remove the penalty.

3. Jesus death does not save us as a substitute but, instead, as a ransom.

4. Jesus' death was a substitute ONLY in the sense that it was a ransom, and therefore, EITHER he could pay the ransom with his death OR we would suffer the due consequences. Only in this "either-or" sense does Jesus' physical death "substitute" for our suffering spiritual, physical, and eternal deaths (because if one did not take place, the other would.)

NOTE: The Necessity for the Shedding of Blood
While these articles on redemption deal directly and thoroughly with why physical death was necessary for salvation and exactly how JesusÕ physical death obtains salvation, it should also be noted that not only was physical death required but specifically a death involving the shedding of blood. Below are but a few of the passages that explain the necessity for a physical death involving the shedding of blood in order to obtain redemption from sin. It is an absolute Biblical fact that not only was it required for Jesus to die physically, but in order for us to be redeemed his physical death also had to involve shedding his blood.

STUDY OUTLINE:

How does Jesus' physical death redeem us?

I. It removed the condemnation against us.

Colossians 2:10 And ye are complete in him, which is the head of all principality and power: 11 In whom also ye are circumcised with the circumcision made without hands, in putting off the body of the sins of the flesh by the circumcision of Christ: 12 Buried with him in baptism, wherein also ye are risen with him through the faith of the operation of God, who hath raised him from the dead. 13 And you, being dead in your sins and the uncircumcision of your flesh, hath he quickened together with him, having forgiven you all trespasses; 14 Blotting out the handwriting of ordinances that was against us, which was contrary to us, and took it out of the way, nailing it to his cross; 15 And having spoiled principalities and powers, he made a shew of them openly, triumphing over them in it.

Ephesians 2: 13 But now in Christ Jesus ye who sometimes were far off are made nigh by the blood of Christ. 14 For he is our peace, who hath made both one, and hath broken down the middle wall of partition between us; 15 Having abolished in his flesh the enmity, even the law of commandments contained in ordinances; for to make in himself of twain one new man, so making peace; 16 And that he might reconcile both unto God in one body by the cross, having slain the enmity thereby:

How?

It removed the Law, which was the list of grievances.

Hebrews 7: 11 If therefore perfection were by the Levitical priesthood, (for under it the people received the law,) what further need was there that another priest should rise after the order of Melchisedec, and not be called after the order of Aaron? 12 For the priesthood being changed, there is made of necessity a change also of the law.
Hebrews 7:17 For he testifieth, Thou art a priest for ever after the order of Melchisedec. 18 For there is verily a disannulling of the commandment going before for the weakness and unprofitableness thereof. 19 For the law made nothing perfect, but the bringing in of a better hope did; by the which we draw nigh unto God.
Hebrews 8:6 But now hath he obtained a more excellent ministry, by how much also he is the mediator of a better covenant, which was established upon better promises. 7 For if that first covenant had been faultless, then should no place have been sought for the second. 8 For finding fault with them, he saith, Behold, the days come, saith the Lord, when I will make a new covenant with the house of Israel and with the house of Judah: 9 Not according to the covenant that I made with their fathers in the day when I took them by the hand to lead them out of the land of Egypt; because they continued not in my covenant, and I regarded them not, saith the Lord. 10 For this is the covenant that I will make with the house of Israel after those days, saith the Lord; I will put my laws into their mind, and write them in their hearts: and I will be to them a God, and they shall be to me a people:

Hebrews 8:12 For I will be merciful to their unrighteousness, and their sins and their iniquities will I remember no more. 13 In that he saith, A new covenant, he hath made the first old. Now that which decayeth and waxeth old is ready to vanish away.

Hebrews 9:15 And for this cause he is the mediator of the new testament, that by means of death, for the redemption of the transgressions that were under the first testament, they which are called might receive the promise of eternal inheritance. 16 For where a testament is, there must also of necessity be the death of the testator.

Hebrews 10:9 Then said he, Lo, I come to do thy will, O God. He taketh away the first, that he may establish the second. 10 By the which will we are sanctified through the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once for all…16 This is the covenant that I will make with them after those days, saith the Lord, I will put my laws into their hearts, and in their minds will I write them; 17 And their sins and iniquities will I remember no more. 

Romans 8:1 There is therefore now no condemnation to them which are in Christ Jesus, who walk not after the flesh, but after the Spirit. 2 For the law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus hath made me free from the law of sin and death. 3 For what the law could not do, in that it was weak through the flesh, God sending his own Son in the likeness of sinful flesh, and for sin, condemned sin in the flesh: 4 That the righteousness of the law might be fulfilled in us, who walk not after the flesh, but after the Spirit. 5 For they that are after the flesh do mind the things of the flesh; but they that are after the Spirit the things of the Spirit. 6 For to be carnally minded is death; but to be spiritually minded is life and peace.
How?

a. Jesus satisfied and fulfilled the ordinances of the Law when he died without sin.

Philippians 2:8 And being found in fashion as a man, he humbled himself, and became obedient unto death, even the death of the cross.
Hebrews 5:7 Who in the days of his flesh, when he had offered up prayers and supplications with strong crying and tears unto him that was able to save him from death, and was heard in that he feared; 8 Though he were a Son, yet learned he obedience by the things which he suffered; 9 And being made perfect, he became the author of eternal salvation unto all them that obey him;
Matthew 3:15 And Jesus answering said unto him, Suffer it to be so now: for thus it becometh us to fulfil all righteousness. Then he suffered him.

Matthew 5:17 Think not that I am come to destroy the law, or the prophets: I am not come to destroy, but to fulfil.
Matthew 5:18 Matthew 5 Matthew 5:17-19 For verily I say unto you, Till heaven and earth pass, one jot or one tittle shall in no wise pass from the law, till all be fulfilled.
Thus, the law could pass because what it required had come to pass. Jesus died without sin and thus without transgressing the Law. He died having fulfilled the Law.

Jesus' physical death removed the Law, which was the list of grievances.

How?
b. Jesus fulfilled the goal of the Law, what the Law itself was supposed to do but could not. 

Romans 8:1 There is therefore now no condemnation to them which are in Christ Jesus, who walk not after the flesh, but after the Spirit. 2 For the law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus hath made me free from the law of sin and death. 3 For what the law could not do, in that it was weak through the flesh, God sending his own Son in the likeness of sinful flesh, and for sin, condemned sin in the flesh: 4 That the righteousness of the law might be fulfilled in us, who walk not after the flesh, but after the Spirit. 5 For they that are after the flesh do mind the things of the flesh; but they that are after the Spirit the things of the Spirit. 6 For to be carnally minded is death; but to be spiritually minded is life and peace.
Hebrews 7:17 For he testifieth, Thou art a priest for ever after the order of Melchisedec. 18 For there is verily a disannulling of the commandment going before for the weakness and unprofitableness thereof. 19 For the law made nothing perfect, but the bringing in of a better hope did; by the which we draw nigh unto God.
Commentary:

A. The goal of the Law was to bring perfection by demonstrating what was sinful. 

B. However, in stating what was sinful, the Law was insufficient to compel men to stop sinning because it did not change their minds. 

C. The death of Christ and the hope it brings are sufficient to motivate repentance and thus bring about perfection in those who believe.

Jesus' physical death removed the Law, which was the list of grievances.

How?

c. Jesus fulfilled the purpose of the Law, which was to lead us to faith in Christ, the faith Jesus finished authoring with his death on the cross.

Galatians 3:19 Wherefore then serveth the law? It was added because of transgressions, till the seed should come to whom the promise was made; and it was ordained by angels in the hand of a mediator. 20 Now a mediator is not a mediator of one, but God is one. 21 Is the law then against the promises of God? God forbid: for if there had been a law given which could have given life, verily righteousness should have been by the law. 22 But the scripture hath concluded all under sin, that the promise by faith of Jesus Christ might be given to them that believe. 23 But before faith came, we were kept under the law, shut up unto the faith which should afterwards be revealed. 24 Wherefore the law was our schoolmaster to bring us unto Christ, that we might be justified by faith. 25 But after that faith is come, we are no longer under a schoolmaster.
Hebrews 12:2 Looking unto Jesus the author and finisher of our faith; who for the joy that was set before him endured the cross, despising the shame, and is set down at the right hand of the throne of God. 3 For consider him that endured such contradiction of sinners against himself, lest ye be wearied and faint in your minds. 4 Ye have not yet resisted unto blood, striving against sin.

Philippians 2:8 And being found in fashion as a man, he humbled himself, and became obedient unto death, even the death of the cross.
Hebrews 5:7 Who in the days of his flesh, when he had offered up prayers and supplications with strong crying and tears unto him that was able to save him from death, and was heard in that he feared; 8 Though he were a Son, yet learned he obedience by the things which he suffered; 9 And being made perfect, he became the author of eternal salvation unto all them that obey him;
Commentary:

A. The purpose of the Law, from God's perspective knowing that it would not bring about life through repentance, was to keep us until Christ and guide us to him. 

B. Once Jesus finished authoring our faith by his obedient death, the purpose of the Law was fulfilled and the Law was no longer needed.

Jesus' physical death removed the Law, which was the list of grievances.

How?
d. Jesus replaced the Law with a new Law and Covenant established in perfection by his act of sacrifice, which is Love God wholly and love others as yourself.

Hebrews 7:11 If therefore perfection were by the Levitical priesthood, (for under it the people received the law,) what further need was there that another priest should rise after the order of Melchisedec, and not be called after the order of Aaron? 12 For the priesthood being changed, there is made of necessity a change also of the law.
Hebrews 8:6 But now hath he obtained a more excellent ministry, by how much also he is the mediator of a better covenant, which was established upon better promises.
Hebrews 10:9 Then said he, Lo, I come to do thy will, O God. He taketh away the first, that he may establish the second. 10 By the which will we are sanctified through the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once for all…

What is the second Law, the Second Covenant? What is its commandment (singular)?

Galatians 6:2 Bear ye one another's burdens, and so fulfil the law of Christ. 

James 2:8 If ye fulfil the royal law according to the scripture, Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself, ye do well:
Hebrews 8:10 For this is the covenant that I will make with the house of Israel after those days, saith the Lord; I will put my laws into their mind, and write them in their hearts: and I will be to them a God, and they shall be to me a people:

Hebrews 10:16 This is the covenant that I will make with them after those days, saith the Lord, I will put my laws into their hearts, and in their minds will I write them;
2 Corinthians 3:3 Forasmuch as ye are manifestly declared to be the epistle of Christ ministered by us, written not with ink, but with the Spirit of the living God; not in tables of stone, but in fleshy tables of the heart.
John 13:34 A new commandment I give unto you, That ye love one another; as I have loved you, that ye also love one another. 35 By this shall all men know that ye are my disciples, if ye have love one to another.

II John1:4 I rejoiced greatly that I found of thy children walking in truth, as we have received a commandment from the Father. 5 And now I beseech thee, lady, not as though I wrote a new commandment unto thee, but that which we had from the beginning, that we love one another. 6 And this is love, that we walk after his commandments. This is the commandment, That, as ye have heard from the beginning, ye should walk in it.
I Timothy 1:1 Paul, an apostle of Jesus Christ by the commandment of God our Saviour, and Lord Jesus Christ, which is our hope;…5 Now the end of the commandment is charity out of a pure heart, and of a good conscience, and of faith unfeigned:
I John 3:18 My little children, let us not love in word, neither in tongue; but in deed and in truth. 19 And hereby we know that we are of the truth, and shall assure our hearts before him. 20 For if our heart condemn us, God is greater than our heart, and knoweth all things. 21 Beloved, if our heart condemn us not, then have we confidence toward God. 22 And whatsoever we ask, we receive of him, because we keep his commandments, and do those things that are pleasing in his sight. 23 And this is his commandment, That we should believe on the name of his Son Jesus Christ, and love one another, as he gave us commandment. 24 And he that keepeth his commandments dwelleth in him, and he in him. And hereby we know that he abideth in us, by the Spirit which he hath given us.

I John 4:7 Beloved, let us love one another: for love is of God; and every one that loveth is born of God, and knoweth God. 8 He that loveth not knoweth not God; for God is love. 9 In this was manifested the love of God toward us, because that God sent his only begotten Son into the world, that we might live through him. 10 Herein is love, not that we loved God, but that he loved us, and sent his Son to be the propitiation for our sins. 11 Beloved, if God so loved us, we ought also to love one another. 12 No man hath seen God at any time. If we love one another, God dwelleth in us, and his love is perfected in us. 13 Hereby know we that we dwell in him, and he in us, because he hath given us of his Spirit….18 There is no fear in love; but perfect love casteth out fear: because fear hath torment. He that feareth is not made perfect in love. 19 We love him, because he first loved us. 20 If a man say, I love God, and hateth his brother, he is a liar: for he that loveth not his brother whom he hath seen, how can he love God whom he hath not seen? 21 And this commandment have we from him, That he who loveth God love his brother also.
I John 5:1 Whosoever believeth that Jesus is the Christ is born of God: and every one that loveth him that begat loveth him also that is begotten of him. 2 By this we know that we love the children of God, when we love God, and keep his commandments. 3 For this is the love of God, that we keep his commandments: and his commandments are not grievous.
In fact, this was the essence of all of the old Law and the prophets.

Matthew 22:37 Jesus said unto him, Thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy mind. 38 This is the first and great commandment. 39 And the second is like unto it, Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself. 40 On these two commandments hang all the law and the prophets. 
Luke 10:25 And, behold, a certain lawyer stood up, and tempted him, saying, Master, what shall I do to inherit eternal life? 26 He said unto him, What is written in the law? how readest thou? 27 And he answering said, Thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy strength, and with all thy mind; and thy neighbour as thyself. 28 And he said unto him, Thou hast answered right: this do, and thou shalt live.


So, Jesus also fulfilled the Law in this way as well; when he obeyed God and laid down his life for mankind, he carried out the sum of the Law and the prophets.

John 14:15 If ye love me, keep my commandments. 

John 14:21 He that hath my commandments, and keepeth them, he it is that loveth me: and he that loveth me shall be loved of my Father, and I will love him, and will manifest myself to him.

John 14:31 But that the world may know that I love the Father; and as the Father gave me commandment, even so I do. Arise, let us go hence.

John 15:9 As the Father hath loved me, so have I loved you: continue ye in my love. 
How does Jesus' physical death redeem us?

II. Jesus death introduces obedience and the regenerative work manifest in his resurrection. 

Romans 4:25 Who was delivered for our offences, and was raised again for our justification.
Romans 5:9 Much more then, being now justified by his blood, we shall be saved from wrath through him.10 For if, when we were enemies, we were reconciled to God by the death of his Son, much more, being reconciled, we shall be saved by his life.
Romans 8:11 But if the Spirit of him that raised up Jesus from the dead dwell in you, he that raised up Christ from the dead shall also quicken your mortal bodies by his Spirit that dwelleth in you.
Romans 5:1 Therefore being justified by faith, we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ: 2 By whom also we have access by faith into this grace wherein we stand, and rejoice in hope of the glory of God. 3 And not only so, but we glory in tribulations also: knowing that tribulation worketh patience; 4 And patience, experience; and experience, hope: 5 And hope maketh not ashamed; because the love of God is shed abroad in our hearts by the Holy Ghost which is given unto us. 6 For when we were yet without strength, in due time Christ died for the ungodly.7 For scarcely for a righteous man will one die: yet peradventure for a good man some would even dare to die. 8 But God commendeth his love toward us, in that, while we were yet sinners, Christ died for us. 9 Much more then, being now justified by his blood, we shall be saved from wrath through him. 10 For if, when we were enemies, we were reconciled to God by the death of his Son, much more, being reconciled, we shall be saved by his life. 11 And not only so, but we also joy in God through our Lord Jesus Christ, by whom we have now received the atonement. 12 Wherefore, as by one man sin entered into the world, and death by sin; and so death passed upon all men, for that all have sinned: 13 (For until the law sin was in the world: but sin is not imputed when there is no law. 14 Nevertheless death reigned from Adam to Moses, even over them that had not sinned after the similitude of Adam's transgression, who is the figure of him that was to come. 15 But not as the offence, so also is the free gift. For if through the offence of one many be dead, much more the grace of God, and the gift by grace, which is by one man, Jesus Christ, hath abounded unto many. 16 And not as it was by one that sinned, so is the gift: for the judgment was by one to condemnation, but the free gift is of many offences unto justification. 17 For if by one man's offence death reigned by one; much more they which receive abundance of grace and of the gift of righteousness shall reign in life by one, Jesus Christ.) 18 Therefore as by the offence of one judgment came upon all men to condemnation; even so by the righteousness of one the free gift came upon all men unto justification of life. 19 For as by one man's disobedience many were made sinners, so by the obedience of one shall many be made righteous. 20 Moreover the law entered, that the offence might abound. But where sin abounded, grace did much more abound: 21 That as sin hath reigned unto death, even so might grace reign through righteousness unto eternal life by Jesus Christ our Lord.

Colossians 2:13 And you, being dead in your sins and the uncircumcision of your flesh, hath he quickened together with him, having forgiven you all trespasses; 14 Blotting out the handwriting of ordinances that was against us, which was contrary to us, and took it out of the way, nailing it to his cross;

I Corinthians 15:12 Now if Christ be preached that he rose from the dead, how say some among you that there is no resurrection of the dead? 13 But if there be no resurrection of the dead, then is Christ not risen: 14 And if Christ be not risen, then is our preaching vain, and your faith is also vain. 15 Yea, and we are found false witnesses of God; because we have testified of God that he raised up Christ: whom he raised not up, if so be that the dead rise not. 16 For if the dead rise not, then is not Christ raised: 17 And if Christ be not raised, your faith is vain; ye are yet in your sins. 18 Then they also which are fallen asleep in Christ are perished. 19 If in this life only we have hope in Christ, we are of all men most miserable. 20 But now is Christ risen from the dead, and become the firstfruits of them that slept. 21 For since by man came death, by man came also the resurrection of the dead. 22 For as in Adam all die, even so in Christ shall all be made alive. 23 But every man in his own order: Christ the firstfruits; afterward they that are Christ's at his coming. 24 Then cometh the end, when he shall have delivered up the kingdom to God, even the Father; when he shall have put down all rule and all authority and power. 25 For he must reign, till he hath put all enemies under his feet. 26 The last enemy that shall be destroyed is death.

I Corinthians 15:42 So also is the resurrection of the dead. It is sown in corruption; it is raised in incorruption: 43 It is sown in dishonour; it is raised in glory: it is sown in weakness; it is raised in power: 44 It is sown a natural body; it is raised a spiritual body. There is a natural body, and there is a spiritual body. 45 And so it is written, The first man Adam was made a living soul; the last Adam was made a quickening spirit. 46 Howbeit that was not first which is spiritual, but that which is natural; and afterward that which is spiritual. 47 The first man is of the earth, earthy: the second man is the Lord from heaven. 48 As is the earthy, such are they also that are earthy: and as is the heavenly, such are they also that are heavenly. 49 And as we have borne the image of the earthy, we shall also bear the image of the heavenly. 50 Now this I say, brethren, that flesh and blood cannot inherit the kingdom of God; neither doth corruption inherit incorruption. 51 Behold, I shew you a mystery; We shall not all sleep, but we shall all be changed, 52 In a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at the last trump: for the trumpet shall sound, and the dead shall be raised incorruptible, and we shall be changed. 53 For this corruptible must put on incorruption, and this mortal must put on immortality. 54 So when this corruptible shall have put on incorruption, and this mortal shall have put on immortality, then shall be brought to pass the saying that is written, Death is swallowed up in victory. 55 O death, where is thy sting? O grave, where is thy victory? 56 The sting of death is sin; and the strength of sin is the law. 57 But thanks be to God, which giveth us the victory through our Lord Jesus Christ. 

Philippians 3:20 For our conversation is in heaven; from whence also we look for the Saviour, the Lord Jesus Christ: 21 Who shall change our vile body, that it may be fashioned like unto his glorious body, according to the working whereby he is able even to subdue all things unto himself.

Hebrews 9:25 Nor yet that he should offer himself often, as the high priest entereth into the holy place every year with blood of others; 26 For then must he often have suffered since the foundation of the world: but now once in the end of the world hath he appeared to put away sin by the sacrifice of himself. 27 And as it is appointed unto men once to die, but after this the judgment: 28 So Christ was once offered to bear the sins of many; and unto them that look for him shall he appear the second time without sin unto salvation. 

II Corinthians 4:13 We having the same spirit of faith, according as it is written, I believed, and therefore have I spoken; we also believe, and therefore speak; 14 Knowing that he which raised up the Lord Jesus shall raise up us also by Jesus, and shall present us with you. 

I Thessalonians 4:13 But I would not have you to be ignorant, brethren, concerning them which are asleep, that ye sorrow not, even as others which have no hope. 14 For if we believe that Jesus died and rose again, even so them also which sleep in Jesus will God bring with him. 15 For this we say unto you by the word of the Lord, that we which are alive and remain unto the coming of the Lord shall not prevent them which are asleep. 16 For the Lord himself shall descend from heaven with a shout, with the voice of the archangel, and with the trump of God: and the dead in Christ shall rise first: 17 Then we which are alive and remain shall be caught up together with them in the clouds, to meet the Lord in the air: and so shall we ever be with the Lord. 18 Wherefore comfort one another with these words. 

Commentary:

1. The pattern for how we are redeemed is found in the pattern by which we became dead in sin. 

a. Sin and death were not native to the earth. 

b. Sin and death were introduced to mankind through the sin of one man. 

c. In the same way, righteousness and resurrection life had to be introduced through the obedience of one man.

2. Application: Why did Jesus have to die? 

a. Simply put, because resurrection is something that happens to the dead, not the living. 

b. If Jesus had not died, there would be no need to resurrect him and resurrection would not have been introduced to the earth. 

c. This follows the same pattern by which sin and death entered the world. 

3. Why did Jesus have to be completely without sin? 

a. Because, any sin would condemn him to die and therefore prohibit his resurrection. 

b. So he had to die physically and die sinless in order for God to introduce resurrection and righteousness to the sinful world.

4. BRIEF SUMMARY: 

a. Our sin required our physical deaths, therefore our redemption would required our physical resurrection. 

b. For our resurrection to be possible, God had to introduce resurrection to the earth. 

c. To do this required the death of a righteous man since a sinful man or a living man would not warrant resurrection and, therefore, could not be resurrected. 

d. Jesus Christ was that righteous man. 

e. And through his righteousness, death, and resurrection God introduced righteousness and resurrection to a sinful, dying world. 

f. Now God, through Jesus, has introduced resurrection into the world, 

1. we know that just as in Adam all men die (Romans 5:12)

2. through Christ all men will be resurrected (Revelation 20:4-6, 12-15). 

g. But since all men are resurrected and so redeemed from death why are not all men resurrected unto eternal life? 

1. Why doesn't resurrection guarantee eternal life? 

2. It is because, physical death isn't the only consequence of sin. 

1. Spiritual separation from God is also a result of our sin. 

2. And though resurrection repeals physical death as a consequence for sin it does not resolve the spiritual separation, the enmity that exists between God and man. 

3. For that, Christ's death was needed as well as we will demonstrate in the next section.

How does Jesus' physical death redeem us?

III. Jesus death delivers us from the carnal mind.

How?

Romans 8:1 There is therefore now no condemnation to them which are in Christ Jesus, who walk not after the flesh, but after the Spirit. 2 For the law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus hath made me free from the law of sin and death. 3 For what the law could not do, in that it was weak through the flesh, God sending his own Son in the likeness of sinful flesh, and for sin, condemned sin in the flesh: 4 That the righteousness of the law might be fulfilled in us, who walk not after the flesh, but after the Spirit. 5 For they that are after the flesh do mind the things of the flesh; but they that are after the Spirit the things of the Spirit. 6 For to be carnally minded is death; but to be spiritually minded is life and peace. 7 Because the carnal mind is enmity against God: for it is not subject to the law of God, neither indeed can be. 8 So then they that are in the flesh cannot please God.

Hebrews 11:6 But without faith it is impossible to please him: for he that cometh to God must believe that he is, and that he is a rewarder of them that diligently seek him.

Hebrews 7:17 For he testifieth, Thou art a priest for ever after the order of Melchisedec. 18 For there is verily a disannulling of the commandment going before for the weakness and unprofitableness thereof. 19 For the law made nothing perfect, but the bringing in of a better hope did; by the which we draw nigh unto God.
Commentary:

1. Jesus gave us a new Law, the Law of the Spirit. 

a. Adherence to this new command is to depart from the Carnal mind. 

b. This new Law and new Covenant were put into effect by his death when the old Law was removed.

2. Jesus death established the perfect model and standard of righteousness.

a. Without his example we would not truly know what righteousness is. 

b. By contrast, it demonstrates how unrighteous our own conduct is. 

c. At the same time it removes the Law that condemned us. 

d. So, it convicts us of the carnal mind. 

e. And it removes our sins from us. 

f. Thus, it also cleanses our consciences, because we know that the Law that condemned us is no longer in effect.

Hebrews 9:13 For if the blood of bulls and of goats, and the ashes of an heifer sprinkling the unclean, sanctifieth to the purifying of the flesh: 14 How much more shall the blood of Christ, who through the eternal Spirit offered himself without spot to God, purge your conscience from dead works to serve the living God? 15 And for this cause he is the mediator of the new testament, that by means of death, for the redemption of the transgressions that were under the first testament, they which are called might receive the promise of eternal inheritance.

Colossians 2:13 And you, being dead in your sins and the uncircumcision of your flesh, hath he quickened together with him, having forgiven you all trespasses; 14 Blotting out the handwriting of ordinances that was against us, which was contrary to us, and took it out of the way, nailing it to his cross;

Colossians 2:21 And you, that were sometime alienated and enemies in your mind by wicked works, yet now hath he reconciled 22 In the body of his flesh through death, to present you holy and unblameable and unreproveable in his sight:

Ephesians 2: 13 But now in Christ Jesus ye who sometimes were far off are made nigh by the blood of Christ. 14 For he is our peace, who hath made both one, and hath broken down the middle wall of partition between us; 15 Having abolished in his flesh the enmity, even the law of commandments contained in ordinances; for to make in himself of twain one new man, so making peace; 16 And that he might reconcile both unto God in one body by the cross, having slain the enmity thereby:

Commentary:

3. Jesus death delivers us from the carnal mind that keeps us at enmity with God by: 

a. First, demonstrating the perfect law of God and thereby demonstrating that we are sinners for falling short of that standard. 

b. Second, giving us a new Law that if we follow it, we walk free from the carnal mind. 

c. And third, by removing the old Law and all the ordinances written against us, he has taken away that which condemned us and thus purified our consciences. 

POSSIBLE OBJECTIONS:

I. 

Isaiah 53:5 But he [was] wounded [02490] (8775) for our transgressions [06588], [he was] bruised [01792] (8794) for our iniquities [05771]: the chastisement [04148] of our peace [07965] [was] upon him; and with his stripes [02250] we are healed [07495] (8738).

1. This famous Old Testament says he is chastised for our peace, not for our sins. 

2. The implication of such a statement is that the chastisement he suffered was in exchange for our receiving peace, not as substitute in our place suffering our punishment. 3. Because this verse says he was "chastised for our peace" and not "chastised for our sins" we can interpret it as a payment for our benefit but not as a suffering of our penalty. 
4. He paid the price that was necessary to remove the system under which we were both guilty and condemned. 

II. 

I Peter 2:20 But how is it to your credit if you receive a beating for doing wrong and endure it? But if you suffer for doing good and you endure it, this is commendable before God. 21 To this you were called, because Christ suffered for you,

Colossians 1:24 Now I rejoice in what was suffered for you, and I fill up in my flesh

what is still lacking in regard to Christ's afflictions, for the sake of his body, which is

the church.

1. These verses could easily refer to Christ's sufferings as a payment to redeem us without inferring he suffered our individual sentences. 

2. That "Christ suffered for you" does not necessitate "in your place." "For you" can simply mean to "obtain you," "for your benefit," or "on your behalf." 
New Testament Survey: 

(Words used in reference to Christ's work on the cross.)

Penalty - 0 times

Punishment - 0 times 

(see Isaiah 53:5 BELOW - "chastised for our peace," NOT "chastised for our sins.")

Pay - 0 times

Ransom - 4 times - Matthew 20:28, Mark 10:45, 1 Timothy 2:6, Hebrews 9:15

Price - 2 times - 1 Corinthians 6:20, 1 Corinthians 7:23

Redeem - 2 times - Galatians 4:5, Titus 2:14

NOTE: The word "redeem" (as in Redeemer) in both the Old and New Testament deals with the notion of paying a ransom or price to buy (or buy back) something. 

Specific New Testament on "ransom"

Matthew 20:28 just as the Son of Man did not come to be served, but to serve, and to give his life as a ransom for many."

Mark 10:45 For even the Son of Man did not come to be served, but to serve, and to give his life as a ransom for many."

1 Timothy 2:6 who gave himself as a ransom for all men--the testimony given in its proper time.

Hebrews 9:15 For this reason Christ is the mediator of a new covenant, that those who are called may receive the promised eternal inheritance--now that he has died as a ransom to set them free from the sins committed under the first covenant.

CONCLUSIONS:

How does Jesus' physical death redeem us from physical and spiritual death? 

1. Jesus' death removes the condemnationa against us by removing the list of grievances against us. How? The law was the list of grievances. Jesus' death removed the Law.

How was Jesus' able to remove the Law?

a. He obeyed every part of it and so fulfilled it.

b. He accomplished the goal of the Law. The goal of the Law was to condemn sin and to make perfect. It could not adequately accomplish these because of human weakness. But by his death, Jesus brought a hope that is able to make perfect. And Jesus death condemned sin, because he resisted sin to the point of death and so died sinless.

c. He ended the task of the Law. The Law was a schoolmaster until faith in Christ should come. By authoring and finishing our faith by learning obedience even unto death on the cross, Jesus brought that faith and ended our need for a schoolmaster.

d. Jesus gave us a new covenant and a new law and thereby replaced the old law. 

2. In the same manner that Adam introduced sin and death to the human race and this realm, Jesus introduced obedience and regeneration through his sinless life and resurrection.

3. Jesus' death delivers us from the carnal mind, which is at odds with God. 

a. By establishing a new covenant and a new law, he has given us a law we can obey, the Law of the Spirit. By obeying this law, we escape the carnal mind. 

b. Jesus obedient life establishes for us a model and standard of righteousness that both convicts us that sin is wrong and shows us how we ought to live toward God and toward men.

c. By removing the list of grievances against us, Jesus' death purifies our consciences from guilt so we can come boldly and confidently before God.

Hebrews 2: 9 But we see Jesus, who was made a little lower than the angels for the suffering of death, crowned with glory and honour; that he by the grace of God should taste death for every man. 10 For it became him, for whom are all things, and by whom are all things, in bringing many sons unto glory, to make the captain of their salvation perfect through sufferings. 11 For both he that sanctifieth and they who are sanctified are all of one: for which cause he is not ashamed to call them brethren, 12 Saying, I will declare thy name unto my brethren, in the midst of the church will I sing praise unto thee. 13 And again, I will put my trust in him. And again, Behold I and the children which God hath given me. 14 Forasmuch then as the children are partakers of flesh and blood, he also himself likewise took part of the same; that through death he might destroy him that had the power of death, that is, the devil; 15 And deliver them who through fear of death were all their lifetime subject to bondage. 16 For verily he took not on him the nature of angels; but he took on him the seed of Abraham.
Commentary: 

1. Jesus had to become a man and not an angel, because angels have immortal bodies. 

2. Now, through his redemptive work, sinners can be redeemed, the end of which is the transformation of our natural mortal bodies, into glorified, spiritual bodies, such as the angels have and Christ Jesus now has.

Luke 20:36 Neither can they die any more: for they are equal unto the angels; and are the children of God, being the children of the resurrection.

Matthew 22:30 For in the resurrection they neither marry, nor are given in marriage, but are as the angels of God in heaven.
Mark 12:25 For when they shall rise from the dead, they neither marry, nor are given in marriage; but are as the angels which are in heaven.
3. Notice the phrase “flesh and blood.” 

a. Paul also comments on this event by which Christians at the resurrection will receive immortal bodies.

1 Corinthians 15:44 It is sown a natural body; it is raised a spiritual body. There is a natural body, and there is a spiritual body… 50 Now this I say, brethren, that flesh and blood cannot inherit the kingdom of God; neither doth corruption inherit incorruption. 51 Behold, I shew you a mystery; We shall not all sleep, but we shall all be changed, 52 In a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at the last trump: for the trumpet shall sound, and the dead shall be raised incorruptible, and we shall be changed. 53 For this corruptible must put on incorruption, and this mortal must put on immortality. 54 So when this corruptible shall have put on incorruption, and this mortal shall have put on immortality, then shall be brought to pass the saying that is written, Death is swallowed up in victory.
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
